Despite the pandemic that the world is going through The Russian-Ukrainian war
and the successive developments over regional and ¢lobal economic instability
the ready funds and investment committee was keen to take measures leading to
mitigating risk. To attain that the committees selected channels that were safe, easy
to liquefy and with acceptable returns.

The year 2023 was marketed by several negative factors. These were due to the
repercussions of the spread of The Russian-Ukrainian war and the Israeli aggression
on Gaza, as well as the security and political turmoil in some countries in the region.
This is in addition to the slowdown in economic growth and the new issuance of laws
and regulation raising fees and taxes in some countries. These were reflected on
cost of production inputs and decline in volumes of expert and import. As a result of
these inhibitory negative factors ACOLID was forced to manage the business subject
to internal crisis and risks instructions and mechanisms with regards to few projects
and activities.
